The court of competent jurisdiction adjudged Lt
Colonel (R) Hussain ‘guilty’ of the offence charged,
through due judicial process and awarded the pun-
ishment of 14 years rigorous imprisonment on 10th
May 2024, an Inter Services Public Relations (ISPR)
news release said.

Pursuant to the awarded sentence, the Rank of the
officer has been forfeited on 26 July 2024, it added.
Earlier, Major (R) Adil Farooq Raja and Captain (R)
Haider Raza Mehdi were also convicted and sen-
tenced through Field General Court Martial (FGCM)
under Pakistan Army Act, 1952 for the charges of
inciting sedition among army personnel from dis-
charge of duties and violation of the provisions of
Official Secrets Act, 1923 related to espionage and
acts prejudicial to the safety and interest of the State.

PTI founder’s call for talks with institution, another conspiracy against state: Tarar

ISLAMABAD: Minister for Information,
Broadcasting, Culture and National Her-
itage Attaullah Tarar Tuesday said the call
made by the Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf
(PTI) founder for negotiation with the
institution was nothing but another con-
spiracy against the country.

This is another attempt of the PTI founder
to drag the state institutions in his “dirty
politics”, said the minister in a media talk
outside the Parliament.

He wondered how the PTI founder quickly
changed his own stance on the concept of
the neutrality of the institutions. “It is not
acceptable for him that the state institu-
tions are neutral and now for his own polit-
ical benefits, he wants them to be involved
in the politics which is regrettable,” he
added.

The minister believed that the call for
negotiation was made as the PTI founder
preempted stern action against himself
and his party after a raid on their social
media cell which was operating in con-
nivance with the enemies of the state.

He said further investigation into the oper-
ation of the social media cell would expose
their alleged relations and connection with
the state’s enemies who were involved in
formulating anti-state policies. The minis-
ter said economic progress of the country
under the leadership of Prime Minister
Shehbaz Sharif also perturbed the PTI
founder who had completely molded his
harsh stance and tone. “The PTI founder
takes another U-turn today by suddenly
requesting the institution to appoint a rep-
resentative for talks,” the minister said

wondering how quickly he transitioned
from his earlier stance of “I won't let go” to
“Please talk to me.” Calling out him for his
hypocrisy, Tarar said the PTI founder had
resorted to the requests for talks after he
realized that his shallow threats to the
institutions would not work in any way.
He made it clear that there would be no
compromise on the national security call-
ing the PTI founder a “security risk” for the
country due to his alleged involvement in
the anti-state activities such as a malicious
campaign against the state institutions on
social media, attack on the army installa-
tions and defiling of the memorials of mar-
tyrs on May 9.

According to the minister, the PTI founder
had a long list of crimes which included
attempts to sabotage a deal of the Govern-
ment of Pakistan with the International
Monetary Fund (IMF) to default the coun-
try, and a “cipher conspiracy” aimed to
harm the country’s diplomatic relations
with a friendly country. He said the PTI
founder developed a false narrative on

cipher, citing a leaked in which he
allegedly talked about playing with cipher
for political point scoring.

Tarar said evidence of the involvement of
the PTI’s founder family members in May
9 attacks were on the record as the Closed-
Circuit Television (CCTV) footages
showed that three of his sisters and one of
his nephews were present outside the
Corps Commander House Lahore.

The minister asserted that some of the PTI
leaders such Shafgat Mahmood and Sam-
sam Bukhari convened a meeting to
oppose the idea of attacking the military
installations and defiling memorials of
martyrs, but it was the PTI leadership
which was hell bent on vandalizing the
sensitive buildings.

He said the PTI founder had confessed his
crimes of May 9, but refused to undergo
the polygraph test which would further
expose his role in masterminding and
orchestrating the tragedy.

Tarar said the PTI founder would spare no
opportunity to create chaos and anarchy in

the country recalling his party’s attack on
the Pakistan Television, Parliament and
police officers during 2014 sit-in. The min-
ister regretted that the PTI leader resettled
the terrorists in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa
which gave arise to terrorism in the coun-
try.

His party has been ruling Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa for the last 11 years, he said
asking what steps were taken to establish
peace and counter terrorism.

He lashed out the PTI founder for mislead-
ing the nation especially overseas Pakistan
to incite a violence against the state. In
2018, the PML-N inherited the PTI, a coun-
try which was progressing, but ironically
they made every attempt to default the
country, he said lauding PM Shehbaz Sharif
who steered the country out of crises and
brought economic stability. Today, he said
the international financial institutions had
improved the country’s ratings and all eco-
nomic indicators were on upward trajec-
tory with an increase in foreign direct
investment, exports and foreign exchange

reserves.
According to him, the PTI founder was the
only “destabilizing factor” as his imprison-
ment had increased activity in the stock
market, boosted foreign direct investment
and exports, led to decrease in policy rate
and improved the country’s rating at inter-
national level.

He said “the PTIis a terrorist party” regret-
ting a change in the political landscape
with their arrival in the politics which got
tensed due to their aggressive mindset
against their political opponents. They had
nothing to do with the people of Pakistan’s
peace and progress, and national security,
he said calling the party as “Tehreek-e-Tal-
iban PTT".

He called the PTI founder as a “brat” who
sent his opponents behind bar and
unleashed his barbarity on them recalling
political victimization in his tenure when
Maryam Nawaz was arrested before her
father Nawaz Sharif and steps were taken
to stop provision of medicine to impris-
oned Shehbaz Sharif.

s the world strives to meet the Paris Agreement’s target of limiting temperature
rise to 1.5 Celsius above pre-industrial levels, nature has issued a stark reminder
of the urgent need for action. This year, the planet experienced its hottest day in
100,000 years, a record that has heightened global concerns about the accelerating
pace of climate change. On July 4 this year, global temperatures averaged 17.23 Celsius
(63.01 Fahrenheit), marking an unprecedented milestone. This extreme heat is part of a
broader trend driven by human activities, notably the burning of fossil fuels and deforesta-
tion. The resulting heatwave has led to severe wildfires, droughts, and health crises world-
wide.
The record temperatures stem from increased concentrations of greenhouse gases in the
atmosphere. Carbon dioxide levels have reached 420 parts per million, the highest in human
history. Methane and nitrous oxide levels have also risen significantly, trapping heat and
warming the planet. Climate models have long predicted that continued greenhouse gas
emissions would lead to more frequent and severe heatwaves. The recent temperature
record confirms these predictions. The Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC)
warns that if current emission trends persist, global temperatures could rise by 1.5 Celsius
above pre-industrial levels within the next decade, intensifying extreme weather events.

The effects of this historic heat are already evident. Wildfires have devastated regions like
the Mediterranean, the Western United States, and Australia, destroying forests and wildlife
habitats. In many areas, heat and drought have led to crop failures, threatening food secu-
rity and livelihoods. Marine ecosystems are under severe stress. Coral reefs are experienc-
ing widespread bleaching, and warmer ocean temperatures are disrupting marine food
chains. The Arctic is warming at more than twice the global average rate, leading to ice
sheet melt and habitat loss for species like polar bears and walruses.

Extreme heat poses significant health risks, particularly for vulnerable populations such
as the elderly, children, and those with pre-existing conditions. Heat-related illnesses,
including heatstroke and dehydration, have surged. Urban areas, with their dense popula-
tions and heat-absorbing infrastructure, are especially affected. In countries like Pakistan,
where power outages, water shortages, and limited green spaces are common, the crisis is
even more severe. Agriculture, reliant on stable weather patterns, faces unprecedented
challenges. Heat and drought are reducing crop yields, driving up food prices, and increas-
ing food insecurity. This inaction is a stark reminder of the urgent need for environmental
stewardship and proactive measures.

The consequences of ignoring these issues are dire, threatening not only our current way of
life but also the future of our planet. It's time for decisive leadership and responsible behav-
ior to address these pressing climate challenges.

Experts speculate the heatwave will badly impact the rice crop in Sindh and Punjab. It's
not just Pakistan; neighbouring countries in the Asia region also face the similar crisis
threatening agriculture. The hottest day in 100,000 years serves as a dire warning: immedi-
ate and decisive action is needed to combat climate change. With COP29 approaching in
November, the world must question whether slow climate negotiations can keep pace with
nature’s rapid climate shocks. Human greed, driven by profit from fossil fuels, continues
to hinder progress, despite the availability of renewable energy sources like wind, solar,
green hydrogen, and hydroelectric power.

Industries often resist adopting energy-efficient technologies to save costs, exacerbating
the crisis. In water-scarce countries like Pakistan, the real-estate sector uses fresh water
for construction, ignoring the potential to treat and reuse millions of gallons of wastewater
that currently pollute marine environments.

The affluent class’s relentless pursuit of land for housing and real estate has led to massive
deforestation and ecosystem destruction. Urban sprawl has consumed fertile agricultural
areas in Punjab and Sindh, threatening national food security. Despite experiencing extreme
climate events, there is a glaring lack of planning for resilience. In Karachi, valuable coastal
real estate is developed without considering tidal pressures and the need for disaster pre-
paredness.

The extreme heat this summer, coupled with a declining quality of life, has failed to spur
those in power or those with resources into action. Despite the clear and present dangers,
there remains a lack of commitment to adopting eco-friendly business practices.
Untreated municipal and industrial sewage continues to pollute the seas, power outages
are rampant, and excessive electricity bills dominate the headlines. Yet, everything contin-
ues as if it’s business as usual. It’s akin to a home burning down while its occupants play the
fiddle, oblivious to the flames.

A fireball meteor is a term used for meteor
showers that are brighter than Venus and are
caused by a larger size meteor exceeding 1
meter in diameter, according to Nasa. The
Southern Delta Aquariids lasts till 21 August and
the Alpha Capricornids lasts through August 15.
Meteor showers are the product of debris left
behind by comets and asteroids in the orbit of
the sun and the earth simply encounters the left
behind debris annually during its orbital period.
According to Robert Lunsfold, the fireball

report coordinator for the American Meteor
Society, the debris path of the Southern Delta
Aquariids is spread wide. Meaning that the
shower can produce the same number of mete-
ors during the peak days of the shower. He also
revealed that the night of Wednesday will be the
ideal time to view both of the showers in their
full display as the moon’s illumination decreases
by 8% each night of the shower. Additionally, the
moon will be 16% full as compared to the 34%
on Monday, as reported by Nasa’s Daily Moon
Guide. Nasa’s Bill Cooke has also remarked that
your eyes will be better adapted to see a meteor
shower if you stay away from digital screens as
they ruin your night vision.

ISLAMABAD: President Asif Ali Zardari has empha-
sised the need for stronger cooperation with the
Commonwealth in areas of climate change, educa-
tion, parliamentary exchanges and disaster prepared-
ness.

sharply: Musadik Malik

ISLAMABAD: Federal Minister for Petroleum
Dr. Musadik Malik on Tuesday announced
that the government’s economic policies were
yielding positive results under the leadership
of Prime Minister Shehbaz Sharif. He high-
lighted a significant reduction in food infla-
tion from 48% to 2%, with ongoing efforts to
further control price hikes and provide relief
to the public.

During a press conference, Dr. Malik reported
that overall inflation in the country has
decreased from 38% to 12% due to the govern-
ment’s interventions. The inflation, he said,
was gradually falling and that economic indi-
cators suggest the country was moving

towards stability. Addressing key priorities,
the minister noted that the government was
focused on alleviating poverty, reducing infla-
tion, and creating job opportunities for the
youth.

Despite facing economic challenges, the gov-
ernment has allocated Rs 600 billion in the cur-
rent federal budget to uplift the poor. This bud-
get includes funds for the construction of
dams, roads, and motorways, which were
expected to generate job opportunities. Addi-
tionally, development projects were being pri-
oritized in underdeveloped areas to benefit
local communities.

Dr. Malik also mentioned that Rs 50 billion has
been allocated to protect 86% of electricity
consumers over the next three months. The
government was committed to enhancing pub-
lic relief, improving hospitals, digitizing the
Federal Board of Revenue (FBR), and privatiz-
ing state-owned enterprises. He criticized the
previous Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf (PTI) gov-

ernment for providing $4 billion to the 100
wealthiest individuals during its tenure. The
minister emphasized the government’s efforts
to combat terrorism, despite opposition criti-
cism. He revealed that Rs 9,400 billion has
been allocated for loans to farmers to develop
the agricultural sector, leading to a 45%
increase in tractor production and sales due to
the current administration’s policies.
Additionally, Rs 600 billion had been allocated
in the budget for the Benazir Income Support
Programme (BISP) to assist deserving
women, and Rs 1.2 trillion had been reserved
for the construction of roads and infrastruc-
ture in the hilly areas of Gilgit-Baltistan.

Dr. Malik dismissed criticism from Umer
Ayub regarding the government’s projects,
labeling it as unfounded opposition rhetoric.
He noted that Umer Ayub, who was part of
the previous administration, failed to address
power tariff issues at the time but now criti-
cizes the current regime’s policies.

Sindh, fed govts agree to
establish Special Economic zone
on remaining steel mills land

KARACHL: Sindh Chief
Minister (CM) Syed
Murad Ali Shah and Fed-
eral Minister for Indus-
tries & Production Rana
Tanveer, in their meeting
at CM House, discussed
the revival of the Pak-
istan Steel Mill plan and
the establishment of a
Special Economic Zone on the remaining land.

The meeting was attended by Provincial Minis-
ter Industries Jam Ikarm Dharejo, Chief Secre-
tary Asif Hyder Shah, PSCM Agha Wasif, Secre-
tary Industries Yasin Shar, and the Federal
Minister was assisted by Federal Secretary for
Industries Saif Anjum and his team, according
to a CM House communique on Tuesday.

The CM said that the proposed Special Eco-
nomic Zone project was discussed in the cabi-

net on May 30, 2024. He added that his cabinet
proposed the federal government establish the
Special Economic Zone (SEZ) on the extra land
of Pakistan Steel Mill. CM Murad Shah said that
his cabinet was of the view that the 700 acres
of land earmarked for the Pakistan Steel Mills
plant should be kept intact for the revitalisation
of the Steel Mills Plant or setting up a new Steel
Mill, any additional requirement of land for the
purpose should be worked out mutually.

At this, Federal Minister Rana Tanveer pro-
posed that the Federal Government was ready
to allow the Provincial Government to revive
the old steel mill plant or install a new one on
its 700 acres. The CM said that the 4,840 acres
of land may be utilized to set up SEZ for the
federal and provincial government. Rana Tan-
veer said that the federal government from its
resources would start developing the SEZ to be
given to Chinese investors.

ISLAMABAD: Minister for Parliamentary Affairs, Law
